Recently two makers of cowboy lead bullets have sold their companies,
which have been acquired by established bullet businesses.

Chey-Cast Bullets (of Wyoming) owners have retired, and their
products are now available from Choice Ammunition (of Montana). However,
the only bullets currently available are poly-coated.

Outlaw Bullets (of Florida) have been taken over by a bullet making
company in Georgia. The original founder of Outlaw Bullets, Waimea, is in the
process of moving o France.

Open Category
The OPEN category is of fered as an alternative for Monthly Matches. Shooting in the
OPEN Category will be fun but participants are not eligible to win match or win in any
category.
Open Category will allow the following:
e Shotgun

o Any type of shotgun 12 gauge or smaller
o Shot requirement will remain #4 Birdshot or smaller.
o Targets are required to be hit but not to fall.
e Rifle and Pistol
o Any type of firearm may be used.
o Must be standard pistol caliber (No Magnum)
o All centerfire bullets must be of cast lead. No Jacketed Ammunition.
o .22 Rimfire ammunition of Standard Velocity is permitted.
e Scenarios may be abbreviated.
e Example: If round count is 10-10 & 4. Shooter may elect to shoot 5-5 & 2 by
shooting the first 5 Rifle, the first 5 Pistol and the first 2 Shotgun Targets.
e Target Order Must Be Followed, however shooter may use a different firearm.
e Example: Shooter only has a .22 Rifle. Shooter would engage all Rifle, Pistol,
and Shotgun Targets with his/her Rifle.
